The Committee accepts no responsibility
for any loss or injury to any competitor, spectator, animal or equipment.

PROTESTS must be lodged IN WRITING to the Secretary within 30 minutes of the event, accompanied by the non-
refundable sum of $50.00.

The Committee may withhold any prize when statements have been made fraudulently or erroneously about an exhibit.

The Judges may award a second or third prize instead of a first prize, or may with hold a prize altogether where there is
only one exhibit or where the exhibits are not considered worthy.

The term “novice” means not having won a first place / blue ribbon in a similar class at any Show or Gymkhana.

Saddle horse, Galloway, or Pony is defined to be 3 years or over.

Height certificates issued by the RASV and the EFA (Victoria Branch) will be recognised by this Show Society. Horses and
Ponies without current height certificate must be measured by the appointed measurer at the Show prior to being exhibited
in a class where height is specified.
